Air Pac’s direct HK flight ‘hoosts arrivals’

AIR Pacific’s direct
flight from Nadi to Hong
Kong will boost tourist
arrivals from China,
says the Embassy of
the Republic of China.

Embassy’s counselor

Fei  Mingxing  said
the new move by
Air  Pacific was a

positive one in helping
increase the number
of tourists from China.

“We welcome the

decisionmadebyrelevant
authorities in allowing
for a direct flight to
Hong Kong from Nadi.

“This will definitely
help increase the
number of tourists from
China to Fiji and we
are happy to be part
of the local tourism
industry as we are in
other areas of trade with
Fiji,” Mr Mingxing said.

The direct flight will

start on December 3
with Air Pacific after
the company stated a
fall in demand with the
Japanese direct flight
from Nadi to Tokyo.

Company chief
executive John Campbell
said earlier in media
reports that the company
incurred losses from its
Nadi-Japan direct flight.

Efforts by the company
and stakeholders in

Japan to revive the
demand of travelling to
Fiji was not successful
in the last four years
thus the withdrawal of
direct flight services.

Mr Campbell had
also said that Hong
Kong offered the best
economic  opportunity
for the company and the
local tourism industry.

Hong Kong is known
to be the major hub for

services from China and
other Asian countries
like Japan and flights
from European countries.

The airline  was
established and started
operations in 1951,
It was founded by
Australian aviator
Harold Gatty. Prior
to 1971 the company
operated as Fiji Airways.
Air Pacific began service
to the USA in 1983.
